Competency Requirements:

2. Written Expression - Placement in English 1A on the basis of placement testing or successful
completion of three semester units of English 50 or higher level writing course with a grade of
"C" or better.

3. Mathematics - Successful completion of four semester units of Business 50, or four unit of
Mathematics 50 or higher level mathematics course with a grade of "C" or better.

Course Requirements:

A. Health Education (3 units) -This requirement is fulfilled by the completion of Health Education 10.
Veterans who have successfully completed basic training and at least one year of military service are
exempt (upon providing a copy of DD-214).

B. American History and Institution (3 units) -This requirement is fulfilled by the completion of one
of the following courses: History 17A, History 17B, Political Science 1.
