GENERAL COMMUNICATIONS

Severo Balason, Jr. introduced Student Trustee Kayla Meyer.
Correspondence - Thank You from Merit Award Scholar Paige Wagner
PRESENTATION - 2017 Student Success Scorecard

Dr. Eric Berube, Coordinator of Institutional Assessment, Research & Planning, presented the 2017
Student Success Scorecard (copy of PowerPoint attached to official minutes). Dr. Berube gave a brief
history of the Scorecard and its requirements. The measured data presented represent critical momentum
points identified by the Chancellor’s office. The metrics include: Persistence Rate; Remedial Rates for
Math, English, and ESL; 30 Units Rate; 1 and 2 Year Transfer Math and English Completion Rates; Career
Technical Education (CTE) Rate; Completion Rate; and Student Information. The look into 1 and 2 Year
Transfer Math and English Completion Rates is new for 2017. The Year 1 Transfer Math Completion Rate
showed females were more successful than males at Taft College. However, the Year 2 Transfer Math
Completion rate showed a higher male completion rate than females. This is new data; in the future the
scorecard will provide more information as to whether this is a trend. The Scorecard does include student
demographic data. When reviewing this data it is important to note that WESTEC figures are included
in the information that populates the Scorecard.

Kevin Cobb, principal architect of AP Architects, reported that the footings on the Student Center are
now 70% complete. The project is progressing. The PG&E project will be completed this Friday with a
tinal shutdown to switch power to the new equipment installed on campus. There is also work being
done to complete a classroom to laboratory remodel in the Science building.

Business Services

Amanda Bauer, Director of Fiscal Services, reported end of year process is ongoing and the new fiscal
year is also underway.

Human Resources

Dr. Robert Meteau, Associate Vice President of Human Resources (HR), stated that the College is
currently undergoing the recruiting process for a few high profile positions. The HR department is also
preparing for the August inservice. Dr. Meteau welcomed Student Trustee Kayla Meyer to the Board.

Student Services

Severo Balason, Jr., Vice President of Student Services, told the Board that the Taft Correctional Institute
graduation ceremony will be held tomorrow. Mr. Balason will be attending.

Instruction

Mark Williams, Vice President of Instruction, thanked Dr. Bérubeé for his years of service to the District.
He also welcomed Student Trustee Kayla Meyer. Mr. Williams reported that the Office of Instruction
is very busy in preparation for the academic year.

Foundation

Sheri Horn-Bunk, Executive Director of the Foundation, commended Allisa Tweedy and the STEM
staff for their work in hosting three camps for students in grades 3-12 this summer. This was the first
year the STEM camp was offered to grades 3-6 and to high school aged students. The camps were
sponsored by Aera and Chevron and served 100 kids.

Carey Carpenter, Interim Director of TIL, thanked the Board and Administration for their attendance
and support of the end of year activities and recognition of the students and program. Ms. Carpenter
also thanked the Foundation for support in a variety of ways to continue to promote the TIL mission.
She reported that the 2017/18 academic year begins August 1 for TIL. The year one class that will
enter is a fully enrolled class.

REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT

Dr. Daniels applauded Dr. Berube for his work and noted that he will be missed. She also welcomed
Student Trustee Kayla Meyer.

End of Year - TIL

Dr. Daniels thanked staff involved in the end of year events. As mentioned by the parent speaker at
graduation, the TIL students appreciate the recognition. The efforts by staff left a big impact in the lives
of these families.

Accreditation

Dr. Daniels reported that Taft College has been granted full accreditation status by the Accrediting
Commission for Community and Junior Colleges (ACCJC). This status places the College back on the
regular Accreditation schedule.

Dental Hygiene

Dr. Daniels introduced Interim Dental Hygiene Director Jean Kulbeth. Ms. Kulbeth holds her Masters
in Health Education and offers over 20 years of Dental Hygiene education experience. She is returning
to Taft - she previously taught in the program 1993-1996.

Dr. Daniels thanked Dental Hygiene staff for their continued efforts. She also commended local dentists
Dr. Sterling Bryan, Dr. Charles Walker, and Dr. Heath Walker for assisting in the clinic over the
summer session.

Request for Approval of Agreement with The Chancellor’s Office Tax Offset Program (COTOP)

Background:

WXKCCD has participated in COTOP for many years as an effective means for recovering
outstanding student debts owed to the college, such as enrollment fees, uncollected non-
resident tuition, library fines, personal checks written with non-sufficient funds, student loans,
financial aid overpayments and other approved debts.

Under the COTOP program, the Chancellor’s Office requests the Franchise Tax Board to offset
(deduct) the amount owed to a district from the student/debtor’s personal state income tax
refund, lottery winnings, or other state refund. The Franchise Tax Board remits any amounts
offset to the Chancellor’s Office, which then authorizes the State Controller to disburse the
offset amount, minus a 25 percent (25%) administrative fee, to the participating local districts.

It is my recommendation that the Board approve the agreement with the Chancellor’s Office for
continued participation in COTOP.

The CHANCELLOR of the CALIFORNIA COMMUNITY COLLEGES
(hereinafter Chancellor) and the

(hereinafter District) do agree that:

Performance of this contract shall be pursuant to Government Code Sections 12419.2, 12419.5,
12419.7, 12419.9, 12419.10. Both parties' performance of this contract shall conform to the
requirements of those statutes.

The Chancellor agrees to act on behalf of the District for the purpose of collecting through the
State Franchise Tax Board's Interagency Offset Program, outstanding student financial aid and
proper non-financial aid obligations owed to the District.

The Chancellor's Office Tax Offset Program (hereafter known as COTOP) will be a (self-
supporting) program with collection fees charged to the participating districts for the administrative
costs incurred by the Chancellor in operating the program.

The Chancellor will, if a debtor owes an obligation to more than one college or district, eliminate
the name of that debtor from the college or agency to which the debtor owes the smaller
obligation.

The District will pay to the Chancellor an amount equal to but not greater than 25 percent (25%)
of the amount which the Chancellor collects on behalf of the district from the Franchise Tax Board.

The Chancellor will perform only those administrative services necessary to implement the
legislation and related functions concerning the repayment of student financial aid and proper
non-financial aid obligations through the COTOP program. Names and amounts submitted in
error by the district will be treated as all other names and amounts and may be offset by the
Franchise Tax Board.

The district may submit requests for deletions or revisions to the unpaid account balance to the
Chancellor at any time and as often as needed.

Districts must enter their initial COTOP debtor data to the Chancellor’s Office Tax Offset Program
web-based system no later than November 20, 2017. Districts may make modifications to
accounts (adds/changes/deletes) until November 20, 2017. All additional modifications

Immediately
submit to the Chancellor's Office any modifications of the amount or deletions of any record
found to be submitted in error, as necessary, as a result of the review as required by Appendix
C, which is incorporated into and made a part of this contract.

3. Submit for collection through the COTOP program only the following types of debtor
obligations:

A. defaulted Perkins, Nursing, Emergency and Extended Opportunity Programs and
Services (EOPS) loans;

B. campus financial aid funds; EOPS Grants and Board of Governors Enroliment Fee
Waivers for which the student was ineligible;

C. other financial aid obligations.

D. Proper student non-financial aid obligations limited to: non-resident tuition;
enrollment fees; library fines; library replacement material charges; parking fees;
parking fines (incurred within 3 years of date submitted for collection only); residence
hall rent contracts; cafeteria meal contracts; telephone bills; drop fees (incurred prior
to January 1992); personal checks returned for non-sufficient funds (limited to
bookstore and other charges listed in this section only); returned check service
charges; child care charges; instructional equipment breakage/replacement

for non-sufficient funds (including returned check service fee); auto repair costs
(including parts, lab fee, sales tax on parts); student representation fee; student
center fee.

4. For those student financial aid and non-financial aid obligations in default, send at least one
written notice to the last known address of the debtor requesting that the debtor either pay the
amount owed or contact the participating district regarding the debt. The written notice must
be sent at least 30 days prior to Franchise Tax Board receiving the offset request. The district
must retain copies of the notifications in the district/college file.

5. Do not submit names of any debtors who are:

A. not in default;

B. in litigation/bankruptcy.
6. Refund to debtor any overpayments or amounts collected in error resulting from collection

through COTOP within 30 days from notification of offset by the Chancellor.

The District agrees that the Chancellor is acting in reliance on the accuracy of information supplied
by the District as to the names of debtors, identification of debtors, and amounts owed by debtors,
and that the Chancellor shall not be liable for any damages arising from inaccuracies in

information supplied by the District.

The District agrees that it will submit for collection only amounts which it is legally entitled to collect
through this program.

The District agrees that it will respond to all debtor complaints received by the Chancellor
regarding this program.

who may be injured or damaged by either party in the performance of this contract.

AGREEMENT FOR
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
BETWEEN
WEST KERN COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT
AND
CAPITOL PUBLIC FINANCE GROUP

1. Parties and Date.

This Agreement ("Agreement") is made and entered into this 7" day of June, 2017, by
and between WEST KERN COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT (the "District") and
CAPITOL PUBLIC FINANCE GROUP ("Consultant") (collectively referred to as the
"Parties" and each individually as the "Party").

2. Recitals.

2.1  Consultant. Consultant is a professional consultant, experienced and properly
certified/licensed to provide the professional services described herein, and is familiar with the
plans of the District.

3. Terms.
3.1 Scope of Services, Qualifications and Term.

(@  General Scope of Services. Consultant promises and agrees to furnish all
labor, materials, tools, equipment, services, and incidental and customary work necessary to fully
and adequately supply professional services, as more particularly described in the scope of work
proposal and fee schedule set forth in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference (collectively “Services”). All Services shall be subject to, and performed in
accordance with, this Agreement, the exhibits attached hereto and incorporated herein by
reference, and all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations.

(b)  Fiduciary Duty. In accordance with the Municipal Securities Rulemaking
Board Proposed Rule 42, Consultant has provided a Conflict of Interest Disclosure as set forth in
Exhibit “B”. Consultant shall provide the District with periodic updates of Exhibit “B” on an
as-needed basis, including written disclosures of actual or pending conflicts of interests, legal or
disciplinary actions, and flat or contingent fee arrangements associated with the issuance of
municipal securities or financial products.

3.2  Term. The term of this Agreement shall be from the date first written above and
shall continue until June 30, 2019, unless earlier terminated as provided herein. The Parties may
mutually agree to extend this term by written amendment.

3.3  Responsibilities of Consultant.

(a) Control and Payment of Consultants and its Subordinates. The District
retains Consultant on an independent contractor basis and Consultant is not an employee of the

District. Any additional personnel performing the Services under this Agreement on behalf of



Consultant shall at all times be under Consultant's exclusive direction and control. Consultant
shall pay all wages, salaries, and other amounts due such personnel in connection with their
performance of Services under this Agreement and as required by law including, but not limited
to, the payment of prevailing wage, as applicable.

(b)  Conformance to Applicable Requirements. All work prepared by
Consultant is subject to the approval of the District and any and all applicable regulatory State

agencies, and shall be the property of the District.

(©) Work Authorization/Task Order. Consultant shall obtain from the District
a written work authorization for the Project prior to commencing any work or performing any
Services under this Agreement. Such written work authorization shall reiterate Consultant's
duties outlined herein and provide written confirmation of the specific Services, or portion
thereof, to be performed, any applicable schedule requirements for such Services, as well as the
agreed upon compensation to be provided for such Services consistent with the not to exceed fee
set forth this Agreement.

(d)  Coordination of Services. Consultant agrees to work closely with the
District staff in the performance of Services and shall be available to the District's staff,
consultants and other staff at all reasonable times.

(e) Standard of Care. Consultant shall perform all Services under this
Agreement in a skillful, competent and timely manner, consistent with the standards generally
recognized as being employed by professionals in the same discipline in the State of California.
Consultant represents and maintains that it is skilled in the professional calling necessary to
perform the Services. Consultant warrants that all of Consultant's employees and subcontractors
shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services assigned to them. Consultant
further represents that it, its employees and subcontractors or sub-consultants have all licenses,
permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required to perform the
Services, and that such licenses and approvals shall be maintained throughout the term of this
Agreement. Any of Consultant's employees who are determined by the District to be
uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely completion of the Project, a threat
to the safety of persons or property, or any of Consultant's employees who fail or refuse to
perform the Services in a manner acceptable to the District, shall be promptly removed from the
Project by the Consultant and shall not be re-employed to perform any of the Services or to work
on the Project.

® Laws and Regulations. Consultant shall keep itself fully informed of and
in compliance with all local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations in any manner affecting
the performance of the Project or the Services, and shall give all notices required by law.
Consultant shall be liable for all violations of such laws and regulations in connection with
Services.

(g)  Insurance. Consultant shall provide insurance in amount and type subject
to the review and approval of the District. Consultant shall also provide District with the copies
of its insurance policies prior to commencing work on the Project.



(h)  Safety. Consultant shall execute and maintain its work so as to avoid
injury or damage to any person or property. In carrying out its Services, the Consultant shall at
all times be in compliance with all applicable local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations,
and shall exercise all necessary precautions for the safety of its employees and subcontractors
appropriate to the nature of the Services and the conditions under which the Services are to be
performed.

@) Project Staffing. Consultant shall provide adequate staff and resources to
facilitate all contractors’ activity. Should Consultant fail to adequately staff a project, the
District may, at its sole discretion, retain third party inspection services and back charge
Consultant for all third party fees.

3.4  Fees and Payments.

(@) Compensation.  Consultant shall receive compensation, including
reimbursements, for all Services rendered under this Agreement for the not-to-exceed fees set
forth in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference consistent with the
applicable Work Authorization. Consultant shall not be entitled to any compensation under this
Agreement except as confirmed in such written Work Authorization. Extra Work may be
authorized, as described below, and if authorized, will be compensated at the rates and manner
set forth in this Agreement.

(b) Reimbursement of Expenses. Consultant shall not be reimbursed for any
expenses unless authorized in writing in advance by the District.

(©) Payment of Compensation. Consultant shall submit to the District an
itemized statement which indicates work completed and hours of Services rendered by
Consultant. The District shall pay Consultant within a reasonable time and in accordance with
this Agreement.

(d)  Extra Work. At any time during the term of this Agreement, the District
may request that Consultant perform Extra Work. As used herein, "Extra Work" means any
Services which are determined by the District to be necessary, but which the Parties did not
reasonably anticipate would be necessary at the execution of this Agreement. Consultant shall
not perform, nor be compensated for, Extra Work without written supplemental work
authorization from the District.

(e) Authority to Amend Agreement. As the authorized representative for the
District for the purposes of binding the District to amendments to this Agreement, the
Superintendent or his/her designee, may authorize and execute an amendment to this Agreement
to add Services and/or increase the not-to-exceed fee by up to twenty-five percent if the
Superintendent identifies an immediate need for such an amendment. All such amendments
executed by the Superintendent shall be subject to ratification by the District’s governing board.

3.5  Maintenance of Accounting Records. Consultant shall maintain complete and
accurate records with respect to all costs and expenses incurred under this Agreement. All such
records shall be clearly identifiable. Consultant shall allow a representative of the District during
normal business hours to examine, audit, and make transcripts or copies of such records and any



other documents created pursuant to this Agreement. Consultant shall allow inspection of all
work, data, documents, proceedings, and activities related to the Agreement for a period of four
(4) years from the date of final payment under this Agreement.

3.6 General Provisions.

(@ Suspension of Services. The District may, in its sole discretion, suspend
all or any part of Services provided hereunder without cost; provided, however, that if the
District shall suspend Services for a period of ninety (90) consecutive days or more and in
addition such suspension is not caused by Consultant or the acts or omissions of Consultant,
upon rescission of such suspension, the compensation will be subject to adjustment to provide
for actual costs and expenses incurred by Consultant as a direct result of the suspension and
resumption of Services under this Agreement. Consultant may not suspend its service without
the District's express written consent.

(b)  Termination of Agreement.

@) Grounds for Termination. The District may, by written notice to
Consultant, terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement at any time and without cause by
giving written notice to Consultant of such termination, and specifying the effective date thereof,
at least seven (7) days before the effective date of such termination. Upon termination,
Consultant shall be compensated only for those services which have been adequately rendered to
the District, and Consultant shall be entitled to no further compensation. Consultant may not
terminate this Agreement except for cause.

(i)  Effect of Termination. If this Agreement is terminated as provided
in this Section, the District may require Consultant to provide all finished or unfinished
documents, data, programming source code, reports or any other items prepared by Consultant in
connection with the performance of Services under this Agreement. Consultant shall be required
to provide such documents and other information within fifteen (15) days of the request.

(iii)  Additional Services. In the event this Agreement is terminated in
whole or in part as provided herein, the District may procure, upon such terms and in such
manner as it may determine appropriate, services similar or identical to those terminated.

to retain copies of all such documents and data for its records. The District shall not be limited
in any way in its use of such materials and data at any time, provided that any such use not
within the purposes intended by this Agreement shall be at the District's sole risk and provided
that Consultant shall be indemnified against any damages resulting from such use, including the
release of this material to third parties for a use not intended by this Agreement.

(i)  All such materials and data shall be provided to the District, or
such other agency or entity as directed by District or required by law, rule or regulation,
immediately upon completion of the term of this Agreement as directed by the District. Should
the District wish to obtain possession of any such materials or data during the term of this
Agreement, it shall make its request in writing.

performance of the Consultant's Services, the Project or this Agreement, including without
limitation the payment of all consequential damages, expert witness fees and attorneys’ fees and
other related costs and expenses. Consultant shall reimburse the District and its officials, officers,



employees, agents, and/or volunteers, for any and all legal expenses and costs incurred by each
of them in connection therewith or in enforcing the indemnity herein provided. Consultant's
obligation to indemnify shall not be restricted to insurance proceeds, if any, received by the
District, its directors, officials officers, employees, agents, or volunteers.

(g)  Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement of the
Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all prior negotiations,
understandings or agreements.

(h)  Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the
State of California. Any action brought to enforce the terms of this Agreement shall be brought
in a state or federal court located in the County of Kern, State of California.

@) Time of Essence. Time is of the essence for each and every provision of
this Agreement.

1)) The District's Right to Employ Other Consultants. The District reserves
right to employ other consultants in connection with this Project. However, Consultant shall be

the exclusive consultant for purposes of the Services as noted within this Agreement, unless
terminated as provided herein.

&) Successors and Assigns. This Agreement shall be binding on the
successors and assigns of the Parties, and shall not be assigned by Consultant without the prior
written consent of the District.

O Amendments. This Agreement may not be amended except by a writing
signed by the District and Consultant.

(m)  Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrases of this
Agreement, or the application thereof to any of the Parties, is for any reason held invalid or
unenforceable, the validity of the remainder of the Agreement shall not be affected thereby and
may be enforced by the Parties to this Agreement.

(n)  Interpretation. In interpreting this Agreement, it shall be deemed that it
was prepared jointly by the Parties with full access to legal counsel of their own. No ambiguity
shall be resolved against any party on the premise that it or its attorneys were solely responsible
for drafting this Agreement or any provision thereof.

(0) Conflict of Interest. For the term of this Agreement, no member, officer
or employee of the District, during the term of his or her service with the District, shall have any
direct interest in this Agreement, or obtain any present or anticipated material benefit arising
therefrom.

(p) Non-Waiver. None of the provisions of this Agreement shall be
considered waived by either party, unless such waiver is expressly specified in writing.



(@0  Board Approval Required. This Agreement shall not be binding nor take
effect unless approved or ratified by the District Board of Trustees.

On July 12, 2017, the Taft College Bookstore was notified by Pearson Publishing that two Math
titles adopted by Taft College for Fall Semester 2017 are not available for purchase, but may
only be rented through IndiCo.

Pearson publishing has established a consignment agreement with indiCo (Independent

fee for the digital or textbook will be determined by the publisher. We have two titles that are
currently adopted on our campus that will require this agreement.

The
college store will receive twenty percent of the rental fees collected or invoiced at eighty percent
of the rental fees collected.

The Publisher Consignment Rental Program makes a selection of titles available in the United States and
Canada only on a digital or rental basis for physical books. To assist the independent college store
industry to remain a key source of the physical books for these titles, these titles are available through
indiCo. The requirements for participation in the rental program include the following:

Participating Bookstore shall at its expense and at all times during the term of this
Agreement, maintain in force a property insurance policy covering the full replacement cost
value of the Books consigned to Participating Bookstore while in its care, custody or control.

Under no circumstances whatsoever shall the Books or the proceeds thereof ever be subject
to the claims of Participating Bookstore’s creditors.

On a monthly basis, within 5 days after the end of each calendar month, Participating
Bookstore will send to indiCo a report (“Monthly Rental Report”) of all of Participating
Bookstore’s rentals of Books during the prior month, and containing the following
information: total gross units of each Book ISBN rented to customers (and the school
affiliations reported by all customers who rent the Books for classroom use), total returns,
units of each Book on hand, and any other information reasonably requested by indiCo
from time to time. With regard to school affiliation, Participating Bookstore must make best
efforts to obtain the information from each customer for each Book ISBN.

Participating Bookstore must maintain complete and accurate books of account and records
covering all rentals of Books for at least three years following the applicable reporting
period. indiCo shall have the right to inspect and copy such books of account and records
upon reasonable notice. indiCo’s expenses of any such inspection shall be borne by the
Participating Bookstore if Participating Bookstore has underreported by 4% or more the
amounts owed to indiCo for Book rentals for any 12-month period during the audited
period.

Participating Bookstore will use commercially reasonable efforts to protect and preserve the
Books consigned to Participating Bookstore, and will use all reasonable precautions with its
staff and facilities to prevent unauthorized access to, removal of, interference with or
damage to the consigned inventory. Participating Bookstore will be responsible for the cost
of inventory shrinkage greater than 5%. “Inventory shrinkage” means the reduction in the
number of Books on hand from the beginning to the end of the monthly period that is not
accounted for by outstanding Book rentals during the period and/or inventory returned to
indiCo (or disposed of in accordance with indiCo’s instructions). Participating Bookstore
shall separately include in its explanation of inventory shrinkage, the number of Books and
percentage of inventory shrinkage due to: (i) lost or stolen Books while in Participating
Bookstore’s possession or in transit to/from customers; (ii) Books not returned by Customers
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to Participating Bookstore at the end of their rental periods, including (a) the number of
Books for which Participating Bookstore collected a late return/non-return penalty; and (b)
the number of Books for which Participating Bookstore did not collect a late return/non-
return penalty; and (iii) the number of damaged Books. Participating Bookstore will
return/dispose of damaged Books in accordance with indiCo’s instructions. indiCo may
invoice Participating Bookstore for inventory shrinkage in amounts greater than the
foregoing amount at the list prices for the unaccounted for Books. Additionally, in the event
that inventory shrinkage exceeds 10% in any four consecutive months, indiCo shall have the
right to require Participating Bookstore to undertake a physical count of inventory on hand
and indiCo may inspect Participating Bookstore’s Facilities, documents and electronic data
relating to the inventorying and rental of Books under the Publisher Consignment Rental
Program.

From time to time in the ordinary course of its business, indiCo may request Participating
Bookstore to return, liquidate, or sell certain Books in Participating Bookstore’s possession.
Revenue, if any, from liquidating or selling shall be considered Customer Proceeds and
treated based on the terms set forth in the Agreement. In the event that indiCo instructs
Participating Bookstore to destroy the inventory, Participating Bookstore shall send indiCo a
certificate of destruction.

i) Promptly replace the services or products with compatible, functionally equivalent and non-
infringing services or products;

The Provider shall promptly deliver a
certificate of insurance, and all required endorsements, with respect to each renewal policy, as

representative prior to the expiration date of any policy and bear a notation evidencing payment of the
premium thereof if so requested.

AGREEMENT FOR SPECIAL SERVICES

This Agreement is entered into between the law firm of LIEBERT CASSIDY
WHITMORE, A Professional Corporation (“Attorney”), and the WEST KERN
COMMUNITY COLLEGE DISTRICT (“District”).

1. Conditions

This Agreement will not take effect, and Attorney will have no obligation to
provide services, until District returns a properly signed and executed copy of this
Agreement.

2. Attorney’s Services

Attorney agrees to provide District with consulting, representational and legal
services pertaining to employment relations matters and school law matters, including
representation in negotiations and in administrative and court proceedings, as requested
by District or otherwise required by law.

3. Fees, Costs, Expenses

District agrees to pay Attorney the sums billed monthly for time spent by
Attorney in providing the services, including reasonable travel time.

The current range of hourly rates for Attorney time is from Two Hundred to Three
Hundred Twenty Dollars ($200.00 - $320.00), One Hundred Ninety-Five Dollars to Two
Hundred Thirty Dollars ($195.00 - $230.00) for time of Labor Relations/HR Consultant
and from Seventy-Five to One Hundred Sixty Dollars ($75.00 - $160.00) for time of
paraprofessional and litigation support staff. Attorney reviews its hourly rates on an
annual basis and, if appropriate, adjusts them effective July 1. Attorney will provide the

District with written notification of any adjustment in the range of rates. Attorneys,
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paraprofessional and litigation support staff bill their time in minimum units.of one-tenth
of an hour.

District agrees to reimburse Attorney for necessary costs and expenses incurred
by Attorney on behalf of District. Attorney bills photocopying charges at Fifteen Cents
(8.15) per page and facsimile charges at Twenty-Five Cents ($0.25) per page. A Public
Agency Fee Schedule is attached to this Agreement.

Payment by District against monthly billings is due upon receipt of statements,
and is considered delinquent if payment is not received within thirty (30) days of the date
of the invoice.

The California Business & Professions Code requires us to inform you whether
we maintain errors and omissions insurance coverage applicable to the services to be
rendered to you. We hereby confirm that the firm does maintain such insurance
coverage.

4. Arbitration of Professional Liability or Other Claims

Disputes. If a dispute between District and Attorney arises over fees charged for
services, the controversy will be submitted to binding arbitration in accordance with the
rules of the California State Bar Fee Arbitration Program, set forth in California Business
and Professions Code, sections 6200 through 6206. The arbitrator or arbitration panel
shall have the authority to award to the prevailing party attorneys’ fees, costs and interest
incurred. Any arbitration award may be served by mail upon either side and personal
service shall not be required.

If a dispute arises between District and Attorney over any other aspect of the

attorney-client relationship, including, without limitation, a claim for breach of
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professional duty, that dispute will also be resolved by arbitration. It is understood that
any dispute as to any alleged breach of professional duty (that is, as to whether any legal
services rendered under this agreement were allegedly unnecessary, unauthorized,
omitted entirely, or were improperly, negligently or incompetently rendered) will be
determined by submission to arbitration as provided by California law, and not by a
lawsuit or resort to court process except as California law provides for judicial review of
arbitration proceedings.

Attached is a summary of the
investments held at U.S. Bank Global Corporate Trust Services and The Bank of New York
Mellon. This represents a summary of activity for the period of July 1, 2016 through June 30,
2017. Investments were held at these two institutions as part of the Districts General
Obligation Bonds and/ or Certificate of Participation (COP) Notes Program. This provided an
investment vehicle for WKCCD to be used in conjunction with its construction programs and
building on campus. This information is being submitted for informational purposes only.

Terms (if applicable): July 1, 2016 - June 30, 2017.

Expense (if applicable): Not applicable.

Fiscal Impact Including Source of Funds (if applicable):

The U.S. Bank Global Corporate Trust Services accounts had a beginning balance of $28,893,514
at July 1, 2016, and an ending balance of $1,896,603 for its Certificates of Participation, reflecting
a year-to-date net decrease of $26,996,901 for the period ending June 30, 2017. The use of these
funds represents the prepaying of the 2008 certificates in full. The $1,896,603 balance represents
the 2015 COP reserve portion that is designated for the District’s debt obligation repayment.

The Bank of New York Mellon had a beginning balance of $18,520,409 in the accounts tied to the
District’s general obligation bonds, and an ending balance of $0.02. The use of these funds
represents payments made per the terms of the 2015 refunding of the District’s general
obligation bonds.
